Dear Student:

This letter contains information needed to apply to the clinical portion of the PTA Program at Carroll Community College for the class beginning in the fall of 2009.  

To be considered for admission to the clinical portion of the PTA Program, a student must request consideration by May 1, 2009 by completing an application for admission to the PTA Program. Applicants are considered and admitted on a rolling basis. In addition, to the above he/she must:

1. Complete English Composition (ENGL 101 OR ENGL 103), BIOL 210 (Anatomy & Physiology 1), BIOL 211 (Anatomy & Physiology 2) and a college level credit math.  Prerequisite course work must have a minimum grade of C.  BIOL 210 and BIOL 211 must have been completed within 5 years from the start date in the clinical program.  

2. Return 2 recommendation forms.  Recommendation forms should be completed by someone who knows you outside of your family (i.e. church, professors, or employers).  The forms may be sent directly to us by the individuals or you may include them with your application.

3. Return Clinical Hours Documentation These should be filled out by the PT/PTA in the clinical setting where you completed these hours.

4. Submit official copies of any college transcripts.  If you have taken classes at Carroll Community College, you do not have to request an official transcript.  If you have official transcripts on file in the Admissions office for other schools, you do not have to request them again.

5. Submit a college enrollment application if you have not previously attended Carroll Community College.

Failure to submit any of the above documents may result in the applicant not being considered for admission.

Admission Process:

1. The student will be considered for admission once all the above have been completed and submitted. Applicants are considered on a rolling basis until all 20 seats for the program have been filled.

2. Once all 20 seats have been filled, an applicant will be placed on a waiting list.

Additional Admission Information:

1. If any of the original accepted students decline their seats in the program or fail to meet their spring or summer course requirements, the next eligible student on the waiting list will be notified for placement in the program.

2. If you will be enrolled in courses at another college during the spring semester, you must provide the PTA Program with a copy of your current course schedule for the coursework to be assessed.

3. Once grades have been posted in June, transcripts for those accepted conditionally will again be evaluated.  Any student who dropped a course or failed to earn a “C” or better will not be eligible for the clinical portion of the program and the next qualified person will be admitted.

** The Maryland Board of PT Examiners may deny a license to any applicant who has been convicted of or pleads guilty or nolo contendere to a felony or to a crime involving moral turpitude, whether or not any appeal or other proceeding is pending to have the conviction or plea set aside.   If you have questions, please contact the Program Director for further information.

Once accepted, all students will need to complete a criminal background check.

Students must be able to provide their own transportation to all clinical sites.

Steps for application:

· Complete and submit an application to Carroll Community College

· Submit official transcripts of coursework completed and course schedules for coursework in progress

· Complete the enclosed application packet to Carroll Community College’s PTA Program and submit it postmarked no later than May 1, 2009:

Applications may also be hand delivered to Room N-100 in the Allied Health Building between 8:30 am and 4:30 pm until the end of business on May 1, 2009.

After receipt of your application, you will need to demonstrate successful completion of the pre-requisites.  If you completed prerequisite courses outside of Carroll Community College, you will need to have an official transcript sent from that institution to Carroll to be evaluated for transfer credit.
