Please choose from one of the following essay topics:

1	 A range of academic interests, personal perspectives, and life experiences adds much to the educational mix. 
Given your personal background, describe an experience that illustrates what you would bring to the diversity 
of a college community or describe an encounter that demonstrated the importance of diversity to you. 

2	 The manner in which a person faces difficulties sheds light on that person’s moral character. Describe an 
ethical dilemma or life challenge that you have faced, your actions and its impact on you. 

3.	 If you had the ability to change three things about your community, what would they be and why?
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
