Health & Emergency Contact Form

A current Health & Emergency Contact form is required for each
participating child by June 1. A new form must be completed each
year. Without this completed form on the first day of the program,
your child will not be able to participate. Access this form online at
carrollcc.edu/summerkids or call 410-386-8100 to pick up or have
a form mailed.

Emergencies

If an emergency occurs, appropriate medical attention will be
administered and the person designated on the form will be
contacted immediately.
